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1) Executive Summary

The Correlative Imaging Council (CIC) continues to develop educational activities concerning correlative imaging aspects of Nuclear Medicine with other imaging modalities, especially PET/CT and SPECT/CT. The CIC is leading efforts within SNMMI to educate physicians on how to perform and interpret CT, through continuing education at the Annual and Midwinter meetings. Nuclear medicine physicians upon completion of 500 cases of CT reviews supervised by expert radiologists receive 100 CT CE credits. 
Thus far CIC has organized fourteen (14) case based CT review courses. The attendance and dates of these courses are listed in Appendix 1.These courses have been enormously successful with good attendance. Most of these sessions are held during SNMMI annual and Mid- Winter meetings with two meetings held as free standing sessions as listed in the Appendix. Each Course covered 100 CT case reviews in the areas of Head/Neck, Chest, Abdomen/Pelvis and Musculoskeletal CT anatomy under the supervision of an expert Radiologist. Attendees earned CME hours as well as credits for 100 CT cases for each session. After completion of 500 cases the candidates can get a certificate for reading CT cases performed in conjunction with PET/CT and SPECT/CT as per SNMMI/ACR guidelines.
The CIC established the Walter Wolf Young Investigator Award in Correlative Imaging to support the research of young investigators, especially those, working to advance correlative imaging. 
The CIC proposed an internship program to introduce young professionals to the organizational infrastructure and governance of SNMMI. The program, which was approved by the SNMMI Board of Directors in June 2007, allows each of the SNMMI councils to have one intern serving a 2-year term, beginning with the 2009 Midwinter meeting. Among the several excellent applicants, Erik Mittra, MD, PhD from Stanford University Medical Center has been selected as the intern, his term is June 2013 – June 2015. The CIC Board selected a mentor and discussed an intern project during the 2013 Annual Meeting.

Membership dues are currently $20 last year. As of July 1, 2013 the CIC has 141 members. This represents a decrease in membership, probably keeping up with general trend of SNMMI. CIC members receive semi annual newsletters summarizing the activities of the CIC and explaining the benefits of membership and 500 CT review cases based on ACR and SNMMI agreement.

c. Council Membership Benefits

Membership benefits include:

(d) CT case review courses to meet SNMMI/ACR recommended requirements.

d. Accomplishments

The CIC council has so far organized 14 “CT for Nuclear Medicine Professionals” during SNMMI annual and MWM. The attendance at these courses have been extremely good providing the attendees maximum credit of 100 CT case review per course under the supervision of an expert board certified Radiologist. Each of these courses also offered 16 CE credits towards the required 100 hours of Continued Education credits.
Those physicians who had attended all 500 interactive CT reviews along with 100 CT CME hours, received a certificate stating that they have fulfilled education and training recommendations for both PET and CT performed with PET/CT and SPECT/CT.
This year, the Walter Wolf Young Investigator Award, in honor of Professor Walter Wolf, past president of the council, was presented to Dr. Matthias Eiber for his abstract titled “Initial experience in restaging of patients with recurrent prostate cancer: Comparison of 11C-Choline-PET/MR and 11C-Choline-PET/CT,” The award along with a check for $1,000 was presented at the CIC business meeting in Vancouver, BC, Canada.
e. Ongoing Projects

The CIC has proposed a 2 day CT case review session comprising of 100 cases for 2014 Mid-Winter meeting. The proposal also includes an MRI case review session for 3-4 hours. This will offer CT credits for Nuclear Medicine Professionals and in view of the potential emerging role PET/MRI education in this area should prove to be very useful.
f. Financial Condition and Membership Statistics

The CIC is in good financial standing, and is projected to carry-over $7,751 into fiscal year 2014. The proposed FY2014 budget summary is in Section 4c of this business plan. The CIC has enormously benefited from the brain storming sessions during the retreat. This is particularly helpful in continuing the popular and very useful CT case review sessions, CME and Categorical courses for the annual meeting. Similar to CT case review sessions CIC would like to sponsor MRI case review sessions. 
Membership is 141 as of 7/1/2013. Membership benefits, retention of members, and recruitment of new members will be a topic addressed at the Board of Directors retreat or conference call.

iv. Continue providing online monthly CT cases for the SNMMITS.

b. Long-Term Goals and Opportunities

i. Mentoring intern planning and selection of topics for intern. 

ii. Organize a new MRI Case review work shop similar to CT case review at SNMMI Mid-Winter and Annual meetings.
4) Financial Plan/Budget

a. Summary of Financial Needs

Council expenses are related to the ongoing work of the Council, which include staff support and office supplies. Ongoing expenses include a $1,000 honorarium for the recipient of the Walter Wolf YIA, which is paid by the ERF; and $1,500 for the internship program which began in FY 2009 and to be continued in 2013. The CIC would like to hold a BOD retreat during the 2014 fiscal year.  In the past, the CIC retreats have been very useful in planning the CIC educational activities and other programs such as Walter Wolf Award and YPC internship at the council. To continue the council activities, a larger budget is required.
